Also present were CEO Randy Ray and AVCOG representative Ferg Lea.

II.               MINUTES FOR THE FEBRUARY 9, 2010 PLANNING BOARD 

                         MEETING

Mr. Bennett made a motion to accept the February 9, 2010 Minutes.  Mr. Breton seconded the motion.   The Board Members voted 4 in favor and 1 abstention to accept the February 9, 2010 Minutes.  Mr. Schott did not vote because he removed himself from the Board table for most of the meeting.
III.        TREASURERS REPORT

Mr. Bennett stated that the Treasurers Report showed wages of $187.86 and general supplies of $54.27.  There is a bill for $75.38 from the Sun Journal which needs to be paid.  This bill is for posting a notice of the Public Hearing for the Proposed Ordinance Amendments.   Mr. Bennett stated that there is no budget right now.  The new budget will be voted in at the annual Town Meeting.  Mr. Schott made a motion to pay the bill from the Sun Journal.  Mr. Breton seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously to pay the Sun Journal bill.

IV.              CEO REPORT 

Mr. Ray reported that there were no building permits issued since the last Planning Board meeting. 

OLD BUSINESS:      

V.         CENTRAL MAINE POWER SITE REVIEW

Mr. Schott left the Board table. 

Mr. Lea handed out to everyone the Findings of Facts and Conclusion of Law for their review.  Mr. Lea stated that page 2 should have a list; however it is missing and will be provided.  Mr. Lea then referred to pages 6 and 7 which listed the Conditions of Approval 1 through 7.  It was then stated that CMP had some issues with pages 15 and 16.  There was a lengthy discussion regarding using the word should versus shall.  After this discussion all parties agreed on what the proper wording should be. There was a discussion regarding Shoreland Zoning and Floodplain Management.  There was a discussion regarding Condition 7 and it was stated that right title and interest had been finalized.  There was a discussion regarding a possible redesign for this project.  If the redesign is necessary then CMP will come back before the Planning Board and ask for an amendment.  There was then a discussion regarding H frame pole construction.  There was then a discussion regarding removing Condition 7; however all agreed to leave it in.  There was then another discussion regarding the word should versus shall.  All parties agreed that the Town of Greene should have a voice during the construction of this project and that the CEO would play a strong role.  Mr. Bennett made a motion to accept the Findings of Facts and Conclusion of Law with any typo changes and the above mentioned list being provided which will be signed at the next Planning Board meeting.  Mr. McLean seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted 3 in favor and 1 opposed to accept the Findings of Facts and Conclusion of Law with the above mention changes/additions.  Mr. Breton was the opposing vote.  The Final Findings of Facts and Conclusions of Law will be signed at the April 13, 2010 Planning Board meeting.

Mr. Schott returned to the Board table.

Mr. Schott asked since there were 4 Members at the Board table this evening and the vote was 3 to 1 does this constitute an approval.  Mr. Lea stated that yes there was a quorum and that the approval is valid.

NEW BUSINESS:

VI. MARY TIGHE-CAMP RELOCATION

The Planning Board heard this original request in June, 2009.

Mr. Adrian Wood addressed the Planning Board and stated that the last time before the Planning Board the proposal was to tear down the existing camp and use the same footprint to build a new one.  The existing structure is located 750 feet from the pond.  The DEP has assessed this property and determined it is 1/3 wetlands.  There was a discussion regarding a 75 foot setback.  Mr. Ray stated that the new septic system will replace the existing septic system and will include a 2,000 gallon holding tank.  Mr. Ray also stated that fill will be needed for the some of the wetland area.  Mr. Wood stated that there will be a 2 foot permanent foundation.  Mr. Ray also stated that there will be some lawn.  It was stated that this will not be a year round home, primarily because of the holding tank.  Mr. Walter White, an abutter, stated that he has no objections regarding this project and stated that the property had been surveyed by Mr. Sanborn and that all posts and pins were in the right areas.  Mr. Schott suggested that the applicant explore the possibility of a pump system which would require an easement from an abutter.  Mr. Schott stated that this option might be the better way to go.  Mr. Ray then stated that he has looked at the plan and feels that it meets all criteria.  Mr. Ray stated that he will work with the applicant.  Mr. Schott made a motion to accept this plan.  Mr. Breton seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously to accept the new camp plan.

There was then a discussion regarding the status of the Board Members.  Mr. Bennett stated that he would like to become a First Associate and that Mr. Breton stated he would like to become a full fledge Board Member.  All were in agreement and it was also determined that Mr. Bennett could remain as Treasurer.  Ms. Laliberte stated that any Board Member needing to be sworn in by Ms. Hebert should do so by 3/15/10.  Ms. Laliberte stated that she would not be in attendance at the April 13, 2010 Board meeting and nominated Mr. Jolicoeur as acting Chairmen.  The Board Members all agreed.

VII. CORRESPONDENCE

Ms. Laliberte stated that she had received a letter from the State of Maine with a website address regarding “Contaminated Water Sources In Your Area”. 

VIII. INFORMATIONAL EXCHANGE

There was a lengthy discussion regarding a piece of property that Mr. Schott had owned and a subdivision approval in 1997.  This discussion entailed what the original subdivision requested and what the thought was now.  Mr. Schott also sold a portion of this property.  There was a discussion regarding whether or not Conditions expire.  After continued discussion it was agreed upon by all that if any changes were to be made to this plan that it would have to be revisited by the Planning Board.

Seeing no other discussion, Mr. Schott made a motion for adjournment.  Mr. Bennett seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously to adjourn the meeting at 8:42pm.
